I was recently considering all of the
changes that have happened to the
Child Protection Team (CPT). The
CPT had been in existence since
the early 80’s, and was the
second oldest in the state
at the time. [ joined
the team in 1994, just

knew who was working what cases
and might even know a little about
what was going on in each case as
we were privileged to each others
phone conversations, etc. We had
a weekly or biweekly visit from
Dr. Bell, our Medical Director,
and on those days, we would
schedule him to see all of the
children that needed medical
exams. At that time we had
no computers! It sounds

the work and really shared our lives
with each other.

work. As a forensic

interviewer, my job is to try to collect
as much information from a child to
help the court make good decisions

on what is in the child’s best interest
and to help establish if a crime has
been committed. We would review our
interview tape and dictate our report
to be typed by a secretary. Though our
reports did deal with a certain amount
of family history/functioning, the
reports were very allegation driven and
our histories relied on the reporter’s
willingness to share information.
Currently CPT has 5 case coordinators,
an intake and referral specialist, and
an ARNP who provides daily medical
exams to serve the children that need
to be seen. Dr. Bell continues to do

his weekly visits to oversee her work
and to assist with medical record
consultations and death reviews. We
currently have an office in Deland and
in Bunnell that are staffed with a case

that, now if we are
coordinator. Each coordinator has at
least one computer. Some actually have
two computers at their desk. Now we
type our own reports and have access

having computer
problems it feels
that you cannot even

to the DCF histories and/or criminal
histories on our families. Our reports
are of a much broader scope looking at
the family functioning, service needs,
and most of all assessing the safety of
the children in the home. We still are in
desperate need to expand our services.
We are currently working with another
doctor on the West side of the county
who may provide medical evaluations
in Deltona so that families don’t have
to drive across the county for services.
We are also hopeful that we will be
able to add another case coordinator/
forensic interviewer position in the
near future to help ease the current
workload. With the cutbacks in funding
and the increased need it is very
difficult to keep up. We currently have
a great team, very professional and
compassionate, working to keep the
children safe and to assist in providing
families with the services they need

to make them more functional and
responsible. Yes, it is a struggle but I
couldn’t imagine doing anything else
that would more rewarding.

The day started with agency updates and
kudos to the agency staff who have worked so
hard in on the Performance Quality Improvement
(PQI) process preparing for the agency’s Council
on Accreditation visit anticipated for December
2009.

Every day, child therapists sit with the suffering of
child abuse. They know that, once expressed, pain
gradually fades and happiness and hope emerges.
Child therapists transform suffering into joy.

But as a result of slashed trauma funds, this
agency can no longer keep the New Smyrna Beach
center open. After 17 years of providing no-cost
therapy to child victims, Family & Child Trauma
Treatment Services had decided reluctantly to close
the doors on its NSB office. Sadly, with 20 children
on the waiting list.

Of course, this is unacceptable to leave 20
children without trauma counseling. So this agency
and the community of NSB have united to provide
a safety net to keep trauma services available for
children until December.

The Counseling Center of NSB, owned by Shane
and Karen Porter, is donating free office space until
December. We can continue after December if the
agency can help with overhead costs.

The City Commissioners are committed to

economy. The agency has temporarily relocated
a counselor to work 10 hours a week in NSB. So,
working together we are keeping services open in
NSB until December.

Therapists tell children, “There are so many
people in this community who care about you, who
love you and want to help you feel better. There are
so many kind people who make it possible for you to
get help.” And just knowing that helps children get
better faster.

So thank you friends and kind supporters of
abused children. And to the 6 year old boy,
“Don’t worry. We won’t hurt you. We all love
you very much.”
